Objectives and study objects
HIV/AIDS appeared in 1981, so far has really become a disaster of the world, especially Africa and Asia, As of 11/30/2013, Vietnam epidemic has spread to 100% provinces and cities throughout the country, 98% of the district, 78% of the wards, the number of HIV cases surviving are 216,254 cases of AIDS patients alive is 66,533 and 68,977 deaths AIDS, the rate of HIV transmission through sexual contact accounted for the highest proportion, 45%, and tends to increase. For this reason, we conducted a study “Studies of community-based interventions to reduce risk behaviors of HIV/AIDS among female sex workers in Can Tho City” with the following objectives:
1. Describe the risk behaviors of HIV/AIDS and some key women involved in prostitution in the city of Can Tho.

2. Assessing the effectiveness of community-based interventions to reduce risk behaviors of HIV / AIDS among female sex workers in the city of Can Tho.

Methods
- Using two types of design: cross-sectional descriptive study combined with quantitative research and qualitative research, the quasi-experimental design: community-based intervention with pre-and-post assessment were implemented in four districts in Can Tho City.
- Subjects and Research sample:

+ Some Bureaux officials on HIV/AIDS and the Center for HIV/AIDS Can Tho,  peer educators and female sex workers.
+ Sample quantitative study of 200 FSW and 200 FSW ago after the intervention. Qualitative research sample included 27 subjects was conducted in-depth interviews and focus group discussions.
- Research consists 2 phases (1) Assessing before intervention; (2) Implement interventions and post-intervention assessment.
- The activities intervention: The intervention model used four groups of measures appropriate to the characteristics of the study subjects based on the results of the initial investigation, the contents include: (1) Direct communication in large groups hall hearts merge entertainment fun game demos used condoms on models with internal resources education. (2) Direct communication through peer educators in communities and households. (3) Provide leaflets hand objects. (4) Distribution of condoms is done through peer educators.
Contributions of the study
1. Assessment of the ability to maintain effective and replicable interventions: education in the form of internal resources through relatives, friends, people can perform under the supervision of support from health workers as the core and stakeholder groups to influence to alter the behavior of the target audience more, the implementation is simple, easy to make, inexpensive. In terms of funding, it is growing at a strong point of the thesis to assess the ability to maintain effective interventions and scaling up specific areas.
2. To provide knowledge and services in HIV/AIDS prevention for female sex workers: With model community-based intervention through family friends, people more active, more responsive to changing behavior risk of HIV infection in the target object.
3. Provide basic data as evidence of scientific planning for HIV/AIDS for female sex workers in Can Tho, Mekong Delta. Constructs a plan interventions based on the actual characteristics of this object and the needs of the community.
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
